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WHEN WASTHISWRITTEN AND BY WHOM?

“1 have heard of a Macedonian way of catching fish, and it isthis: between Boroea and Thessalonica runs ariver called the Astraaus, and
in it there are fish with speckled skins; what the natives of the country call them you had better ask the Macedonians. These fish feed upon
a fly peculiar to the country, which hovers on theriver. It is not like the flies found el sewhere, nor does it resemble a wasp in appearance,
nor in shape would one justly describe it asa midge or a bee, yet it has something of each of these. In boldnessitislike afly, in sizeyou
might call it a midge, it imitates the colour of a wasp, and it hums like a bee. The natives generally call it the Hippouros.

These flies seek their food over the river, but do not escape the observation of the fish swimming below. When then the fish observes a fly
on the surface, it swims quietly up, afraid to stir the water above, lest it should scare away its prey; then coming up by its shadow, it
opens its mouth gently and gulps down the fly, like a wolf carrying off a sheep from the fold or an eagle a goose from the farmyard;
having done this it goes below the rippling water.

Now though the fishermen know this, they do not use these flies at all for bait for fish; for if a man’s hand touch them, they lose their
natural colour, their wings wither, and they become unfit food for the fish. For this reason they have nothing to do with them, hating them
for their bad character; but they have planned a snare for the fish, and get the better of them by their fisherman’s craft.

They fasten red (crimson red) wool around a hook, and fix onto the wool two feathers which grow under a cock’ s wattles, and which in
colour are like wax. Their rod is six feet long, and their line is the same length. Then they throw their snare, and the fish, attracted and
maddened by the colour, comes straight at it, thinking from the pretty sight to gain a dainty mouthful; when, however, it opensits jaws, it
is caught by the hook, and enjoys a bitter repast, a captive” .

ANSWER: Thisisthefirst documented reference to fly-fishing in western history and isincluded in Alian’s
Natural History, probably written about 200 A.D. Alian was born in about A.D. 170 at Praeneste, where he later
held areligious post, dying in about A.D. 230.

At Last: A Book about Clousers
A Book Review by Jon Rounds

Clouser’s Flies: Tying and Fishing the Flies of Bob Clouser
by Bob Clouser. Photos by Jay Nichols. 174 pages. 650 color photos. Stackpole Books.
$39.95

Perhaps no fly-tying book in recent memory has been as long-waited as this one. Bob
Clouser’s Deep Minnow (known universally as simply a*“Clouser”) became an instant
classic when he first developed it in the late 1980s to fish for smallmouth bass on his
home water, the Susquehanna River near Harrisburg, Pennsylvania. Since then, of
coursg, it has become one of the most widely used patterns of all time in both fresh and
salt water. But despite repeated offers from every major fly-fishing publisher, Clouser
couldn’t find the time to do a book, vowing never to undertake such a project until he : ;
could “doit right.” He was aways too busy with family, with hisfly shop and guiding BOB CLOI -'"lFIJ{
business in Royalton, PA, and his consulting work for St. Croix rods, fly-fishing it il elhains
magazines, and other companies. But over the years he kept refining his basic pattern,
creatina new ones, and sellina thousands and thousands of flies.

Finally, in 2004, he struck a deal with nearby Stackpole Books of Mechanicsburg PA, an independently owned publisher
specializing in, among other things, fly fishing. It didn’t hurt that Stackpol€’s stable of authors already included Ed Jaworowski, Bob
Popovics, and Lefty Kreh—all friends and fishing buddies of Clouser’s. The linchpin in the deal was Stackpole' s signing of Jay Nichols,
managing editor of Fly Fisherman magazine (also headquartered in Harrisburg PA), to shoot the photographs and help organize the
book. Nicholsis an expert caster and tier who fishes often with Clouser.

The results are stunning. It is alarge-format, full-color tying book with step-by-step directions for 17 patterns, al in explicit
detail. Even those who think they know how to tie a basic Deep Minnow--after al, the fly looks simple—can find something to learn in
the 27 steps shown for this fly alone. Also shown are eight variations of the basic fly, including the Fur Strip (deadly on pike), Foxee
Redd Minnw (a great carp fly), and the Half-and-Half.

Over the years, Clouser has expanded beyond his basic minnow imitation, and the final two sections of the book are devoted to
these patterns. “ Subsurface Freshwater Foods’ includes the Clouser Crayfish, Clouser Helgrammite, and Clouser Swimming Nymph.
Thefinal section, “Surface Flies,” gives tying instructions for six surface patterns, including the Clouser Crippled Minnow and the EZ
Popper.

Tying instructions for each pattern are preceded by fishing tips and well-researched information on the food type the pattern
imitates.

Overdl, thisis a no-fluff tying book that will pay for itself with the first dozen fliesyou tie.
